a. Say unto all the men of Israel with a loud voice…Amen
27:14
b. All the people shall answer and say, Amen.

27:15
2. Used to indicate individual Agreement to Divine Punishment.
Num. 5:22

And the woman shall say, Amen, amen.


3. Used to indicate Acknowledgment of Divine Prophecy.

a. Even the prophet Jeremiah said, Amen: the LORD do so: 


the LORD perform thy words which thou hast prophesied.
