ii. The Extensiveness of His Salvation – His people
iii. The Exactness of His Salvation – from their sins, i.e.

d. Emanuel: 
it speaks of His Relation to His People.

b. As Christ – He fulfils God’s Plan of Redemption as the Messiah.
