II Chr. 8:11

Solomon brought up the daughter of Pharaoh out of the city of David unto the house

that he had built for her: for he said, My wife shall not dwell in the house of David 

king of Israel, because the places are holy, whereunto the ark of the LORD hath come.
1. She could not Dwell in the City of David.

II Chr. 8:11
a. Though she was the wife of Israel’s Potentate.

b. Though she was the daughter of Pharaoh.

Cf. I Kgs. 3:1; 9:24
c. She was not from the chosen People of God – she was an Egyptian.
2. She could not be in the Palace of David.

II Chr. 8:11, NIV
a. Her presence would Profane the Home where God was Honoured.

b. Because of the Presence of the ark of God associated with it.
3. She would be the Precedent that brought about David’s Downfall.
