Intro.: Peter at the World’s Campfire denied Christ. 

Peter’s presence there was …
A. A Deviation from the Way.
Peter followed afar off.

Lk. 22:54
1. Not Daring to take a Stand.

2. Not Willing to make the Sacrifice.

B. A Danger – being in the World.
The World’s F-I-R-E
1. Beware of the World’s Fashions. Contrast the Believer’s Fashions…

a. Which should be governed by Propriety –
I Tim. 2:9, NIV

That which is proper and in line with acceptable norms in the community
b. Which should be governed by Sobriety – 


That which conforms to the Christian personality
I Tim. 2:9, 10

c. Which should be governed by Spirituality –


That which lays more stress on inward beauty.
I Pet. 3:2-5

i. Put on a holy Deportment instead of a “hole-ly” Dress.

ii. Put on a see-through (sincere) Character instead of “see-through” Clothes.

2. Beware of the World’s Ingredients:
I Jn. 2:15, 16

a. The Lust of the Flesh.
- Entertainments.

b. The Lust of the Eyes.
- Fashions.

c. The Pride of Life.
- Reasonings. See #3 below.
3. Beware of the World’s Reasonings. The world tends to go for…
a. Popularity, which may not be Scripturally sound.
b. Superficiality, which may not be Spiritually beneficial.

c. Insincerity, which is not Socially right.

4. Beware of the World’s Entertainments.  Beware of those that…
a. Deprave the Morality.
b. Corrupt the Mind.

c. Take away the Minutes (Time).

C. A Denial of the Word

1. The Living Word – Christ, Peter’s Master and Lord.
Lk. 22:61


Before the cock crow, thou shalt deny Me thrice.

2. One’s own Word – Peter’s promise and commitment:
Mk. 14:31


If I should die with thee, I will not deny thee in any wise.

3. One’s own Worthiness – Pride.
