HANDS AND FEET IN WORSHIP AT EASTER.

Intro. Hands and Feet are important in Worship:

(A) Our Hands or Feet are related to our Reverence of the Person Worshipped.

(1) The Psalmist lifts his hands in Worship.


Psa. 63:4; 

(2) We are to lift our hands in Worship.



Psa 134:2; Lam 3:41; 

(3) We are to take off our shoes from off our feet in Worship.
Exo. 3:5 cf. Acts 7:33

(4) The disciples held the feet of the Lord in Worship.

Mat 28:9

(5) John fell at the feet of the angel to worship.


Rev. 19:10; 22:8 cf. Matt. 2:11

(B) Our Hands and Feet are related to the Relinquishment (surrender) of our Person.

(1) Hands and feet are associated with the Priesthood.

Lev 8:24; Exo. 30:19-21; 40:31, 32

(2) Hands and feet are associated with our whole Person.

John 13:9 

(C) Jesus’ Hands and Feet are related to the Reality of His Person.


His hands and feet are associated with Him, Himself. 

Lk. 24:39, 40

A. Mary Anointed the Feet of Jesus in Worship Anticipating Easter.
Jn. 12:7

Intro.: When and How did Mary learn to anticipate the death and burial of Christ in Worship?



She learned this at the Feet of Jesus. 


Mary is mentioned only 3 times in the Gospels and on all these occasions…

Mary was at the Feet of Jesus

1. She learned how to Worship from His Word.

Lk. 10:39

She had an Established  Revelation from His Word at His feet. 
cf. Worship Him in Truth.
Jn. 4:24

a. She Learned how to Approach and Act – with a gift.
Jn. 12:3 cf. Deut. 16:16

b. She Learned to Adore His Attributes – Anointing is only for the Priest, Prophet and King.
Jn. 12:3

c. She Learned to Anticipate His Act – Anointing is for the dead.
Jn 12:3 cf. Mk. 16:1

2. She learned how to Worship from His Works.

Jn. 11:32

She had an Experienced Relationship with Him.

cf. Worship Him in Spirit.
Jn. 4:24

a. The Lord sent for her personally.

Jn. 11:28

b. Mary went immediately.

Jn. 11:29

c. Mary bent down at His feet reverently.

Jn. 11:32 “Lord”

She knew He would be able to heal the sick though to resurrect from the dead would be a new experience.

3. She knew Him for His Worth to Worship Him.

Jn. 12:3-8

She had an Exclusive Reverence for Him and gave Him her best at His feet.   cf. Worship Him. Jn. 4:24

a. He was worth more than Money.


Jn. 12:5

b. He was no ordinary Man: anointing was for the Priest, Prophet or King.

c. He was worshipped by Mary.


Jn. 12:3 


– she anointed His feet not His Head; but wiped His feet with her Hair!


cf. Rev. 4:10, 11

B. Thomas confronted with the Hands of Jesus After Easter.
Jn. 20:27
1. Thomas’ Failure to Worship at Easter.


Jn. 20:19

a. He was not at the Place of Gathering.


Jn. 20:24

b. He was not with the People of God.


Jn. 20:24

c. He was too Practical to be of any Good.


Jn. 20:25

i. He was Disillusioned – the “Messiah” had been crucified.

ii. He was Disappointed – his   Master had died.

2. Thomas’ Faith in Worship after Easter.


Jn. 20:26-28

a. He saw the Supernatural Christ.
Jn. 20:26 
came Jesus, the doors being shut
b. He saw the Suffering Christ Victorious.
Jn. 20:27
behold my hands
c. To him He became his Sovereign Christ.
Jn. 20:28
My Lord and my God.

3. Thomas’ Following blessed in Worship after Easter.

Jn. 20:29, 27

blessed are they that have not seen, and yet have believed.

a. The Blessedness of those who Walk in Faith.

b. The Blessing of those who Witnessed Christ in Faith.

c. The Bonus of those who Worship Christ in Faith.

Reach hither thy finger, and behold my hands; 

and reach hither thy hand, and thrust it into my side: 

and be not faithless, but believing.

Con.: This Easter we need...

1. Christ’s Hands and Feet to Remember and Revere Him.

Lk. 24:39, 40

Behold my hands and my feet, that it is I myself: handle me, and see.

2. Consecrated Ears, Hands, and Feet to Serve in the Sanctuary.

Lev. 8:24 


Moses put of the blood upon the tip of their right ear, and upon the thumbs 


of their right hands, and upon the great toes of their right feet:


3. Clean Hands, Feet and a pure Heart to Worship and Work for the Lord.
Exo. 30:19-21; 40:31, 32

When they go into the tabernacle...or when they come near to the altar 

to minister,...So they shall wash their hands and their feet, that they die not.


 Who shall ascend into the hill of the LORD? or who shall stand in his holy place?


He that hath clean hands, and a pure heart…He shall receive the blessing from the LORD, 


and righteousness from the God of his salvation.
Psa. 24:3-5



4. Committed Feet (with Hands and Head) to Walk in His Way.
Jn. 13:9

Lord, not my feet only, but also my hands and my head.  Jesus saith...

He that is washed needeth not save to wash his feet, but is clean every whit.

As it is written, How beautiful are the feet of them that preach the gospel of peace,

and bring glad tidings of good things!
Rom. 10:13; Isa. 52:7

God is a Spirit: and they that worship him

 must worship him in spirit and in truth.
