The Boards.
I Pet. 2:5


As living stones in the spiritual house of God, we are to show forth the praises of Him 

Who hath called you out of darkness into His marvellous light. 


I Pet. 2:5, 9

They "stand" (26:15 cf. Heb. 10:11) to hold up the Curtains and the Coverings.


They stand with their two tenons in sockets of silver.

2. The Place, Potential and Power of the People in the Church. 
The Bars.
Exo. 26:26-28, 29
a. Their Place:  The common bond that makes all one and equal in Christ because of the grace of God. 

The Bars are of the same construction as for the boards, i.e. shittim wood overlaid with gold. (26:15, 29)
b. 
Their Potential: Five special gifts of men given to the church to edify her.

Five bars unite the Boards together.
