· Athaliah, daughter of Ahab, king of Israel, was married to Jehoram, king of Judah and mother of Ahaziah. 
· However, Ahaziah walked in the way of Ahab, the evil king of Israel.

· Jehu had Ahaziah and later, all his brethren executed.
9:27; 10:13, 14
· After her children’s murder (above), Athaliah seized the throne by killing all her grandchildren. 
However, one grandson, Joash was rescued by Jehosheba, the daughter of Athaliah, and sister of Ahaziah. She, with her husband, Jehoiada, the high priest, hid Joash in their apartment for six years.
