A. He is not ashamed…
Heb. 2:11
1. To Call them Brethren.
a. In the Old Covenant…
i. The Prophet was taken from among his brethren.


The LORD thy God will raise up…a Prophet from … thy brethren.
Deut. 18:15, 18; Acts 3:22; 7:37
ii. The Priest was taken from among his brethren.


He that is the high priest among his brethren.

Lev. 21:10
iii. The King was taken from among his brethren.


One from among thy brethren shalt thou set king over thee: 

thou mayest not set a stranger over thee, which is not thy brother.
Deut. 17:15
b. In the New Covenant, this threefold Office is fulfilled in Christ:


He is the only Person to hold these three offices one at the same time.


In the Old Testament, no King could ever be a Priest and vice versa.
i. He is our Prophet.


This is Jesus the prophet of Nazareth of Galilee.

Matt. 21:11; Lk. 24:19


A great prophet is risen up among us; and, that God hath visited his people.
Lk. 7:16; Jn. 6:14
ii. He is our Priest.


Wherefore in all things it behoved him to be made like unto his brethren, 
Heb. 2:17; 3:1

that he might be a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to God
iii. He is our King.


Lord God Almighty; just and true are thy ways, thou King of saints.
Rev. 15:3; 17:14


For he is Lord of lords, and King of kings: and they that are with him are called, and chosen, and faithful.

2. To Call them Friends.



Jn. 15:15a

I call you not servants; for the servant knoweth not what his lord doeth: but I have called you friends
a. A Friend gets to know the Secret things.

For all things that I have heard of my Father I have made known unto you.
Jn. 15:5b

I will utter things which have been kept secret from the foundation of the world.
Mt. 13:35; Rom. 16:25
b. A Friend Sticks closer than a brother.


There is a friend that sticketh closer than a brother.
Pro. 18:24
c. Abraham was Stated to be a Friend of God.



Jas. 2:23

Abraham believed God, and it was imputed unto him for righteousness: and he was called the Friend of God.

B. Let Us Not Be Ashamed…
Heb. 2:11
Ye call me Master and Lord: and ye say well; for so I am.
Jn. 13:13
1. To Call Him Master. Let us give Him full Obeisance:


If I be a master, where is my fear? saith the LORD of hosts.


Mal. 1:6b


Be not like Judas who called Him Master and betrayed Him: 
Matt. 26:25; 26:49

Judas, which betrayed him, answered and said, Master, is it I?


And forthwith he (Judas) came to Jesus, and said, Hail, Master; and kissed him.


2. To Call Him Lord. Let us give Him full Obedience.


Be not like Peter who said: Not so, Lord. [Not so and Lord cannot go together!]
Acts 10:14

C. Jesus is not ashamed…; Let us not be Ashamed…
Heb. 2:11, 12
1. Jesus is not ashamed to Declare His Father’s Name among His brethren in the church:



I will declareTthy name unto My brethren, in the midst of the church will I sing praise unto Thee.

2. Let us not be ashamed to Declare the Name of our Risen Lord in the midst of our brethren:
a. God will do so one future day: 
Phil. 2:10


Wherefore God also hath highly exalted him, and given him a name which is above every name:


That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow,

b. Let us do so this Lord’s Day: …quickly… tell his disciples that he is risen from the dead.
Mt. 28:7

I’m not ashamed to own my Lord, Or to defend His cause;
Maintain the honor of His Word, The glory of His cross.
Then will He own my worthless name Before His Father’s face,
And in the new Jerusalem Appoint my soul a place.

· Or is this Silence in the Sanctuary the consequence of our approach into the Lord’s awesome presence with godly fear and trembling - appreciating Him for Who He is and what He has done for us, thus, worshipping Him in our hearts?

· Or is this “Silence” that of the Cemetery where the dead are which is tantamount to each coming into His presence with nothing in the Head, Heart and Hands to bring to the Lord?
