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The Theme: Jesus, a Man Made God? 
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The Text: 
Thou, being a man, makest Thyself God.
John 10:33
The Thots: 

Intro.:  
The Jews had earlier wanted to kill Jesus because they objected to…
(1) His Works: because He not only had broken the sabbath

Jn. 5:18a

(2) His Words: but said also that God was his Father, making himself equal with God.
Jn. 5:18b


Now they claimed they did not object to His Works, but rather to His Words:



For a good work we stone thee not; but for blasphemy; 




and because that Thou, being a man, makest Thyself God.

But was it an empty claim?

A. Jesus was Verily God.
1. He was the Word and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.
Jn. 1:1
2. He Worked what God Worked – 
My Father worketh hitherto, and I work.
Jn. 5:17, 18


I and my Father are one.

Jn. 10:30

And the Jews understood that to mean He was claiming to be equal with God.
3. He was given the Worthy Name of what He was at birth:

a. His name shall be called…the mighty God, The everlasting Father.
Isa. 9:6

b. They shall call his name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God with us. 
Mt. 1:23

B. Jesus was God Made Man

Phil. 2:7, NIV

Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God something to be grasped, 

but made Himself nothing, taking the very nature of a servant, being made in human likeness.

1. Thus, when the fulness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son, 
Gal. 4:4, 5

made of a woman, made under the law to redeem them that were under the law.
2. He was the Word made flesh, and dwelt among us.

3. And we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death.

C. Jesus was Verily Man.
1. Jesus was truly God (#A above) and truly Man.

a. Then came Jesus forth…And Pilate saith unto them, Behold the Man!

b. And being found in fashion as a man, He humbled Himself, and became obedient 

unto death, even the death of the cross

c. Now when the centurion saw what was done, he glorified God, saying, 


Certainly this was a righteous Man.

2. He had to be Man…

After having completed and accomplished His mission on earth, being obedient unto death, 

even the death of the cross, He was resurrected and raised now to be…

Wherefore God also hath highly exalted Him, and given Him a name which is above every name:

That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under 


the earth; And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

And shout in universal song the crownèd Lord of all.
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Reflections for the Week
R. 118
1. Jesus had to be verily God and verily Man to be our High Priest in Heaven,
For this reason He had to be made like his brothers in every way, in order that He might become a merciful and faithful High Priest in service to God, and that He might make atonement for the sins of the people. Because He Himself suffered when he was tempted, He is able to help those who are being tempted.
Heb. 2:17, 18, NIV
Reflect on how this wonderful thought concerning Jesus and His ministry for you in heaven can be a great comfort to you for the rest of this week.

2. Consider another aspect of the Lord’s Ministry in Heaven:
Seeing then that we have a great High Priest, that is passed into the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our profession. For we have not an High Priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin. Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.

Because of the Lord’s Ministry for us in Heaven, we are exhorted to do two things, viz.

a. Let us hold fast our profession;
b. Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.
In (a) we are to live up to our profession and walk worthy of the vocation wherewith ye are called (Eph. 4:1) and 
in (b) if we meet with problems we are promised help and resources in heaven. 
Reflect on what your response is to this Challenge to Walk Worthy of your Vocation on earth and the Comfort of the knowledge of resources in Heaven which are available to you.
