The Theme:  The Feet of Jesus (1)
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The Text: They pierced My hands and My feet.
Psa. 22:16
The Thots: 

Intro.: This is the first of two Ruminations on the Feet of Jesus.
I. The Feet of the Messiah in Prophecy.
II. The Feet of the Master in Person.

A. The Pierced Feet of the Messiah Pointed to a Crucifixion:
Psa 22:16
The assembly of the wicked have enclosed me: they pierced my hands and my feet.

Psalm 22 is Messianic and Portrays Christ’s sufferings on the cross, and not the Psalmist’s.
1. It was Jesus Who Exclaimed: My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me? 
22:1 cf. Mt. 27:46
2. It was in Jesus Exclusively that the Following words were Fulfilled: 

a. He trusted on the LORD that He would deliver Him: let Him deliver Him.
22:8 cf. Mt. 27:43

b. They part My garments among them, and cast lots upon My vesture.
22:18 cf. Jn. 19:23, 24
3. It was Jesus who Experienced the Excruciating sufferings only possible of a Crucifixion:
a. All my bones are out of joint… I may tell all my bones: they look and stare upon me.
22:14b, 17
b. My heart is like wax; it is melted in the midst of My bowels.

22:14c
c. My strength is dried up like a potsherd; and My tongue cleaveth to my jaws.

22:15a cf. Jn. 19:28
d. They pierced my hands and my feet. [A reference to a crucifixion.]

22:16b 
B. The Pierced Feet of the Messiah will touch earth when He Comes again.

1. His Pierced Feet will stand on the Mount of Olives.

Zech. 14:4
His feet shall stand in that day upon the mount of Olives…and the mount of Olives 
shall cleave in the midst…and there shall be a very great valley.
Cf. There was a great earthquake, such as was not since men were upon the earth, 

so mighty an earthquake, and so great.
Rev. 16:18
a. A Great Valley will be formed consequent upon a great earthquake.

Zech. 14:5 cf. 
b. Vast armies will be Gathered for their last battle against the Lord and His saints.
14:2, 5 cf. Rev. 16:15, 16

c. Victory will Go to the Lord.

Cf. Rev. 16:17-21
2. His People will Repent when they Recognise Him Whom they have Pierced.

Zech. 12:10
They shall look upon Me whom they have pierced, and they shall mourn for Him…as one 
mourneth for his only son, and shall be in bitterness for Him, as one that is in bitterness for his firstborn
a. This will be at the end of the Great Tribulation. All People on earth will Go through it
Mt. 24:21, 22

For then shall be great tribulation, such as was not since the beginning of the world to this time,

 no, nor ever shall be. And except those days should be shortened, there should no flesh be saved: 

but for the elect's sake those days shall be shortened.

i. The Great Tribulation – the remnant of God’s people will be delivered through it.

ii. God’s Intervention will do this with the coming of His Son.

Mt. 24:30
Then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then shall all the tribes 
of the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds of heaven 
with power and great glory.
b. Every Eye shall see Him – Behold, He cometh with clouds; and every eye shall see Him.
Rev. 1:7
i. The Jewish People who Pierced and slew Him: and they also which pierced him: 
}Acts 
ii. The Gentiles who put Him through the Gory death of crucifixion: all kindreds of the earth 
}2:23
iii. Jews and Gentiles shall Weep (mourn) and Wail because of Him.
Rev. 1:7 cf. Zech 12:10
3. Messiah, the King, will then set up His Kingdom on earth.

C. The Place of the Messiah’s Feet will be where He will sit Crowned.
Eze. 43:7
And He said unto me, Son of man, the place of My throne, and the place of the soles 


of My feet, where I will dwell in the midst of the children of Israel for ever.
1. The Lord Acclaimed King over the earth – And the LORD shall be king over all the earth. 
Zech. 14:9a
2. The Lord Acknowledged by all – in that day shall there be one LORD, and His name one.
Zech. 14:9b
3. The Lord Adored by all – every one…shall...worship the King, the LORD of hosts.

Zech. 14:16, 17

The Lord’s Name will no more be Dishonoured or Defiled.

Eze. 43:7c

My holy name, shall the house of Israel no more defile, neither they, nor their kings.

As we remember Him this day let us join the throng in Heaven – Fall at his Feet to worship Him. Rev. 4:10, 11
The four and twenty elders fall down before Him that sat on the throne,

 and worship Him that liveth for ever and ever, and cast their crowns before the throne, saying,

Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honour and power: for thou hast created all things,
 and for thy pleasure they are and were created.
O that, with yonder sacred throng, we at His feet may fall,

Join in the everlasting song, and crown Him Lord of all.

I Pet. 2:21-23
For even hereunto were ye called: because Christ also suffered for us, 
leaving us an example, that ye should follow His steps:

Who did no sin, neither was guile found in His mouth:

Who, when He was reviled, reviled not again; 
When He suffered, He threatened not; 

 but committed Himself to Him that judgeth righteously.
· He did no sin – we cannot follow Him in being Sinless; but certainly we can sin less!

· Neither was guile found in His mouth – 

The Psalmist says: 

Keep thy tongue from evil, and thy lips from speaking guile. 
Psa. 34:13
Peter says: For he that will love life, and see good days, let him refrain his tongue from 

evil, and his lips that they speak no guile 

I Pet. 3:10

The Lord has no Guile in His mouth; let us ask Him to put a Guard over our mouth.

· Who, when He was reviled, reviled not again – 
Here is a Beatitude Blessing promised to those who are reviled:

Blessed are ye, when men shall revile you, and persecute you, 
and shall say all manner of evil against you falsely, for My sake. 
Rejoice, and be exceeding glad: for great is your reward in heaven: 
for so persecuted they the prophets which were before you 
Mt. 5:11, 12
· When He suffered, He threatened not; 

but committed Himself to Him that judgeth righteously
Here is another Beatitude Blessing:
Mt. 5: 44.
But I say unto you, Love your enemies, bless them that curse you, 
do good to them that hate you, and pray for them which despitefully use you,

and persecute you.

REFLECT – Are you able to walk in His steps this week?
