The Text: When He had thus spoken, He showed them His hands and His feet.
Luke 24:40
The Thots: 

Intro.: This is the second of two Ruminations on the Feet of Jesus.
I. The Feet of the Messiah in Prophecy.
II. The Feet of the Master in Person.
A. Mary was ever at the Feet of her Master.
Mary appeared three times in the Scriptures, and each time she was found at the feet of Jesus.
1. She was at His feet learning His Word.
Lk. 10:39

She had a sister called Mary, which also sat at Jesus' feet, and heard His word.
2. When her brother died, she was at His feet Weeping and pouring out her Woes.

Jn 11:32
When Mary was come where Jesus was, and saw him, she fell down at His feet,
 saying unto Him, Lord, if Thou hadst been here, my brother had not died.
3. When Jesus was at her house, she was anointing and Wiping His feet in Worship. 

Jn 12:3
Then took Mary a pound of ointment of spikenard, very costly,

and anointed the feet of Jesus, and wiped His feet with her hair: 

and the house was filled with the odour of the ointment.

B. The Distressed and those with Diseases were at the Feet of the Master
1. Jairus, the Distressed, was at His feet beseeching Him to heal his Dying Daughter.

Mk. 5:22

Jairus…when he saw Him, he fell at His feet, and besought Him greatly, saying, My little 
daughter lieth at the point of death…come and lay thy hands on her, that she may be healed. 
2. A Distraught woman was at His feet to ask Him to cast a Demon out of her Daughter.
Mk. 7:25, 26
A certain woman, whose young daughter had an unclean spirit…came and fell at His feet:

…and she besought him that He would cast forth the devil out of her daughter. 
3. A grateful Samaritan leper Fell on his Face at His Feet for healing him.


Lk. 17:12-16

And fell down on his face at His feet, giving him thanks: and he was a Samaritan.
4. The healed Demon-possessed man was sitting at His feet Dressed and in his right mind.
Lk. 8:35, NIV

They found the man from whom the demons had gone out, sitting at Jesus' feet, 
dressed and in his right mind; and they were afraid.
C. The Disciples Worshipped at the Feet of their Master.
1. The Disciples were at His feet to Worship Him.
Mt. 28:9

And as they went to tell His disciples, behold, Jesus met them, saying, All hail. 
And they came and held Him by the feet, and worshipped Him.
2. The Woman of the city was at His feet to Worship Him.

Lk. 7:37, 38


a. She stood at His feet behind Him weeping;

b. She began to wash His feet with tears;

c. She did wipe them [His feet] with the hairs of her head,
d. She kissed His feet, and anointed them with the ointment.

Thus, she performed an act of Worship on Him.

3.  John was Dazzled at the glorious sight of His Master and fell down as Dead at His feet.
Rev 1:17, 18
When I saw him, I fell at his feet as dead. And He laid His right hand upon me, saying unto me…

a. Fear not; I am the first and the last.
b. I am He that liveth, and was dead; 
c. and, behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen.
