TheText:  He was taken from prison and from judgment.
Isa. 53:8
The Thots:

A. Man Was Taken

1. Man was taken from the ground.

Gen. 3:23


God sent him forth from the garden of Eden, to till the ground from whence he was taken.
a. Man’s Creation:
Gen. 2:7
i. Man’s Body - The LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground 

ii. Man’s Soul - He Breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man Became a living soul
iii. Man’s Spirit – The LORD…formeth the spirit of man within him.
Zech. 12:1
Thus, Man is a tripartite Being:
I Thes. 5:23
I pray God your whole spirit and soul and body be preserved blameless 
unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.
b. Man’s Transgression:
i. Man Sinned in his Body – the body is dead because of sin.
Rom. 6:6
ii. Man Sinned in his Spirit and Soul – the soul that sinneth, it shall die.
Eze. 18:4
Soul (nephesh) lit., a breathing creature.
Strong

c. Man’s Expulsion out of the Garden of Eden and Punishment:
Gen. 3:23, 24a
The LORD God sent him forth from the garden of Eden, to till the ground
 from whence he was taken. So He drove out the man.

2. Woman was taken out of Man.

Gen. 2:23

Adam said, This is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh: 
she shall be called Woman, because she was taken out of Man.
a. The woman was the promised helpmeet for Adam that he might not be Alone.
Gen. 2:18
The LORD God said, It is not good that the man should be alone; I will make him an help meet for him.

b. No Compatible partner was found among His Creatures: 
But for Adam there was not found an help meet for him.

c. Thus, God Created Woman from man to be Adam’s Companion:
Gen. 2:21, 22
The LORD God caused a deep sleep to fall upon Adam, and he slept: and He took one of his ribs, 
and closed up the flesh instead thereof; And the rib, which the LORD God had taken from man, 
made He a woman, and brought her unto the man.

d. But the Woman, when Tempted, fell into sin; thus being deceived was in the Transgression. I Tim. 2:14
e. And Adam as head of the human race led All men into sin:
Rom. 5:12
Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; 
and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned. 

Man must now be Saved from Sin!
B. The Messiah was Taken.

1. To save Man, the Promised Messiah was taken from prison and from judgment: 
Isa 53:8

By a perversion of justice He was taken away [and led from judgment to judgment!]
NRSV
a. Thus, His enemies led Him away to Annas first; for he was father in law to Caiaphas.
Jn. 18:13
b. Then, they laid hold on Jesus [and] led Him away to Caiaphas the high priest.
Mt. 26:56

c. After that, they led Him away, and delivered Him to Pontius Pilate the governor.
Mt. 27:2

d. When Pilate heard…that He belonged unto Herod's jurisdiction, he sent Him to Herod.
Lk. 23:6, 7
e. Herod with his soldiers treated Him with contempt…sent Him back to Pilate.
Lk. 23:11, NRSV
f. And Pilate gave sentence that it should be as they required.
Lk. 23:24

g. Then released he Barabbas unto them: and…Jesus, he delivered Him to be crucified.
Mt. 27:26
2. Thus, in His humiliation His judgment was taken away…for His life is taken from the earth. Acts 8:33
3. One day He will return to take us back to be with Him in Heaven. 
If I go and prepare a place for you, I will come back and take you to be with Me that you also may be where I am.
4. In the meanwhile…

He took the cup of blessing, the blood of Jesus shed 

That all might know forgiveness, received when Jesus bled.
Salvation now available to all on bended knee

1. Isaiah prophesied of the Messiah: He was taken from prison and from judgment. Isa. 53:8
The NRSV translates the above text as: By a perversion of justice he was taken away.
And the NIV translates it as: By oppression and judgment he was taken away.
In short, we can summarise it to mean that He was taken from one judgment hall to another through a perversion of justice and by oppression and false judgments…

Jesus was later sentenced to death – thus He was led to be crucified.
Peter said to Jesus: Lord, I am ready to go with Thee, both into prison, and to death. Lk. 22:33

But the Lord replied: I tell thee, Peter, the cock shall not crow this day, 
before that thou shalt thrice deny that thou knowest Me.

Lk. 22:34

The Messiah was prophesied to be taken from prison and from judgment.
Peter professed to His Master: I am ready to go with Thee, both into prison, and to death.

Are you prepared to profess what Peter did, not fully perhaps, but to some degree this week?




Remember that today there are many of the Lord’s servants who are in prison in various parts of the world because of their faithfulness to Him, and many have also been put to death because they refuse to deny Him?  
Will you take this week to specially pray for them?
