A. He was Clothed in Majesty
– His Garments of Divinity

1. He was clothed in Majesty.


Psa. 93:1

2. He was clothed in robes fragrant with myrrh and aloes and cassia.

Psa. 45:8a, NIV


But He left behind His robes and He came out of the ivory palaces

Psa. 45:8b

B. He was Clothed in… 
– His Garments of Humanity

1. Humanity – He was wrapped …in swaddling clothes, and laid … in a manger

Lk. 2:12
2. Humility – He laid aside his garments; and took a towel, and girded Himself.

Jn. 13:4

In His outward humanity and humility, He still had His inward majesty and glory.

3. Veiled Glory – He was transfigured before them: …and His raiment was white as the light.

4. Mocked royalty – 

a. They Mocked His Majesty!



They stripped Him, and put on Him a scarlet robe.

And after that they had mocked Him, they took the robe off from Him, 



and put His own raiment on Him, and led Him away to crucify Him.

b. They even Gambled for His very own Garments!

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK

1. Mark Twain: Clothes make the man. Naked people have little or no influence on society. Undoubtedly clothes do make the man. This is often referred to in a number of scripture texts.


II Cor. 5:1-4
For we know that if our earthly house of this tabernacle were dissolved, we have a building of God, an house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens.

For in this we groan, earnestly desiring to be clothed upon with our house which is from heaven: If so be that being clothed we shall not be found naked.

For we that are in this tabernacle do groan, being burdened: not for that we would be unclothed, but clothed upon, that mortality might be swallowed up of life.

Today clothed with our mortal self, we are spiritually naked. God sees through our motives, motions and actions. Though others may see us clothed, we are transparent before God. Many would remember the fable of the king who thought that he was well-clothed with majestic robes when he was actually naked. Those who saw him thus were hood-winking themselves (including the king) into thinking that the king was gorgeously clothed, until an innocent remark from a child revealed the truth that the king was indeed naked. 
Thus many in the world today think they are clothed with their own righteousness, likewise their contemporaries, when in actual fact, they are naked with their own unrighteousness in the sight of God. They need to put off their mortal clothes of sinfulness and unrighteousness, and be clothed with the “house from heaven” being clothed with immortality and an endless life. This is possible when one puts on Christ and believes in Him as his own Saviour from sin.

REFLECT
2. Mark Twain: Clothes make the man. 
What kind of “man” are you?

Are you clothed with your “old man” and still carry him with you everywhere you go? 
If you are a Christian, the injunction is – Put off the old man:
Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.
Rom. 6:6
That ye put off concerning the former conversation the old man, which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts.
Eph. 4:22

Lie not one to another, seeing that ye have put off the old man with his deeds.  Col. 3:9


And put on the new man!

Be renewed in the spirit of your mind; and that ye put on the new man, which after God 
is created in righteousness and true holiness. Wherefore putting away lying, speak every man truth with his neighbour: for we are members one of another.
Eph. 4:22-25
And have put on the new man, which is renewed in knowledge after the image
 of Him that created him:

Col. 3:10
If you have put on the new man, then these are your clothes:
Eph. 4:25-32

· Putting away lying, speak every man truth with his neighbour: for we are members one of another.

· Be ye angry, and sin not: let not the sun go down upon your wrath:neither give place to the devil.

· Let him that stole steal no more: but rather let him labour, working with his hands the thing which is good, that he may have to give to him that needeth.

· Let no corrupt communication proceed out of your mouth, but that which is good to the use of edifying, that it may minister grace unto the hearers.

· And grieve not the holy Spirit of God, whereby ye are sealed unto the day of redemption.

· Let all bitterness, and wrath, and anger, and clamour, and evil speaking, be put away from you, with all malice:

· And be ye kind one to another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, even as God for Christ's sake hath forgiven you.
