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The Text:  I fell down to worship before the feet…
Rev. 22:8
The Thots: 

Intro.: In this Rumination, we shall consider being at the Feet of Jesus as an act of Humility or paying Homage.
To be at the feet to Worship is only reserved for God:

· I (John) fell at his feet to worship him (angel). And he said unto me, See thou do it not: 
I am thy fellowservant, and of thy brethren that have the testimony of Jesus: worship God.
Rev. 19:10; 
· When I had heard and seen, I fell down to worship before the feet of the angel which showed me these things. 

See thou do it not: for I am thy fellowservant…worship God.
Rev. 22:9
· Then saith Jesus unto him, Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, 
Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and Him only shalt thou serve.
Mt. 4:10
Two Women at the Feet of Jesus:

A. Mary, the sister of Martha, was at the feet of Jesus…
[“Mary” appears only three times in the New Testament. All the three times she was at the feet of Jesus.]

1. To Weep because she was disappointed with Jesus Who arrived late, and her brother had to die.  Jn. 11:32

Mary…fell down at His feet, saying unto Him, Lord, if Thou hadst been here, my brother had not died.
a. She was not co-Opted to know the Personal side of her Lord’s Plan.
Jn. 11:4
This sickness is not unto death, but for the glory of God, that the Son of God might be glorified thereby.

b. But then she had the Opportunity to see the Human Heart of her Lord: Jesus wept.
Jn. 11:35
c. She also had the Occasion to see the Divine Deed of her Lord: 
Jn. 11:45
Then many of the Jews which came to Mary, and had seen the things which Jesus did, believed on Him.

2. To learn the Word from Him. Mary… also sat at Jesus' feet, and heard His word
Lk. 10:39
She must have learnt more of …
a. Jesus being the Resurrection, and the Life: 
Jn. 11:25
I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth in Me, though he were dead, yet shall he live::

b. Jesus and His coming death and Resurrection.
Mt. 16:21
From that time forth began Jesus to show unto His disciples, how that He must go unto Jerusalem, and suffer many things of the elders and chief priests and scribes, and be killed, and be raised again the third day.

3. To Worship her Lord based on what she was taught by Him.
Jn. 12:1-
8
Then took Mary a pound of ointment of spikenard, very costly, and anointed the feet of Jesus,
 and wiped His feet with her hair: and the house was filled with the odour of the ointment.

12:3
a. She Prepared herself to go into the Presence of her Lord – she Purchased a Pound of spikenard.12:3a
b. She Presented her Lord with the best of what she Possessed – 
12:3b
Then took Mary a pound of ointment of spikenard, very costly, and anointed the feet of Jesus…

c. She Poured out her “Pride” (her glory) at the feet of Jesus.

12:3c 
She wiped His feet with her hair. [Note: if a woman have long hair, it is a glory to her, 
cf. I Cor. 11:15]
d. She Practised what she Picked up from her Lord when sitting at His feet earlier – 
12:7
Then said Jesus, Let her alone: against the day of My burying hath she kept this.
e. The Perfume she used on Jesus Permeated the whole house.
12:3d, NIV

The house was filled with the fragrance of the perfume.
B. The Sinner in Simon’s House was at the Feet of Jesus.
Lk. 7
[It was mentioned that she did three things to the feet of Jesus.]
And stood at His feet behind Him weeping, and began to wash His feet with tears, and did wipe them with the hairs of her head, and kissed His feet, and anointed them with the ointment.
1. She hath washed My feet with tears, and wiped them with the hairs of her head.
Lk. 7:44
An act of Humility – she was a Sinner; the Lord, her Sovereign.
Cf. Jn. 13:13-16

2. This woman since the time I came in hath not ceased to kiss My feet.
Lk. 7:45
Despised by others, she had now Found a Friend in Jesus.
[Kiss is kataphileo from the root phileo = to be a friend, to be (fond of an individual or an object), 
i.e. have affection for (denoting personal attachment, as a matter of sentiment or feeling.]
Strong
3. This woman hath anointed My feet with ointment.
Lk. 7:46b
a. Anointing was an Act only reserved for the OT King, Priest and Prophet.

b. Anointing was done with oil on the head – My head with oil thou didst not anoint:
Lk. 7:46a
Then shalt thou take the anointing oil, and pour it upon his head, and anoint him.
Exo. 29:7
c. But she Anointed the Lord’s feet, Acknowledging her Humility while Honouring her Head.

All hail the power of Jesus’ name! Let angels prostrate fall;
Bring forth the royal diadem, and crown Him Lord of all. (x2)
Sinners, whose love can ne’er forget the wormwood and the gall,
Go spread your trophies at His feet, and crown Him Lord of all. (x2)

1. To be at the feet not only expresses the position of worship of the worshipper to give Honour and Homage to the one before the person, but it also indicates one’s Humility to learn from the master at whose feet the person is. Thus, Mary, which also sat at Jesus' feet, and heard His word.
Lk. 10:39

Paul himself was at the feet of Gamaliel to learn from him the law.

I am verily a man which am a Jew, born in Tarsus, a city in Cilicia, yet brought up in this city at the feet of Gamaliel, and taught according to the perfect manner of the law of the fathers, and was zealous toward God, as ye all are this day.
Acts 22:3

Sadhu Sundar Singh wrote a booklet entitled At The Master’s Feet in Urdu which was translated into English. The translators wrote:
 To those who, like ourselves, have had the good fortune to see the Sadhu at his work in India, the whole atmosphere of the book is familiar. In true Oriental fashion one has seen him seated on the ground in the midst of a large number of eager inquirers of both sexes and all classes. His bearing on such occasions one can never forget.
