The Text:  
When ye be come to the land which the LORD will give you, 


according as He hath promised, that ye shall keep this service
Exo. 12:25
The Thots: 


When in the Wilderness Journey, Israel was Prohibited from enjoying the Privileges Promised them 
until they  Possessed their Possessions given to them by the Lord, i.e. when they were come to the land.
Compare this to the Position, Privileges and Possessions Promised to the Christian. They too must first be in Him Who hath blessed us with all spiritual blessings in heavenly places in Christ. (Eph. 1:3)
When they were come into the Land, they were to keep…
The Feast of Passover – pointing to the Death of Christ.
Exo. 12:5
When ye be come to the land which the LORD will give you…ye shall keep this service
Exo. 12:25
It was a Remembrance Service – What mean ye by this service? 
12:26
To remember the Sacrifice of the Paschal Lamb that was Slain as Substitute for them.

They shall take to them every man a lamb… a lamb for an house.
12:3

The whole assembly of the congregation of Israel shall kill it in the evening.


12:6

Cp. Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us.
I Cor. 5:7
To remember the Lord Passing over them when He saw the blood.

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK.
R. 384
1. The Feast of Weeks was so named because of the interval of seven weeks between its commencement and the Feast of Firstfruits.
And ye shall count unto you from the morrow after the sabbath, from the day that ye brought the sheaf of the wave offering (i.e. Firstfruits); seven sabbaths shall be complete.
Lev. 23:15

It was also named Pentecost (= fifty) because of the interval of fifty days 
between the two feasts as mentioned above.

Even unto the morrow after the seventh sabbath shall ye number fifty days; 
and ye shall offer a new meat offering unto the LORD.
Lev. 23:16
It was a foreshadow of the birth of the Church at Pentecost. 
Cp. Acts 2:1-4

When the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were all with one accord in one place.

And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting…and they were all filled with the Holy Ghost.
Note the Features defined in the Feast that would Foreshadow the Birth of the Church:-

(1) It was connected with and celebrated 50 days after the Feast of Firstfruits.
Lev. 23:15f
After 40 days, having risen from the dead the Lord asked His disciples to wait for the descent of the Spirit soon after: (Acts 1:3, 4)

To whom also He showed Himself alive after His passion by many infallible proofs, being seen of them forty days…commanded them that they should not depart from Jerusalem, but wait for the promise of the Father, which, saith He, ye have heard of Me.

Thus on the fiftieth day, i.e. when the day of Pentecost was fully come, the Holy Spirit descended and baptised the believers to form the Church.
Acts 2:1, 4
(2) The offering consisted of two wave loaves constituted as one offering unto the Lord. 23:17
The Church, the Body of Christ, constituted two major parties as one in Him:

For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, 
whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to drink into one Spirit. (I Cor. 12:13)
(3) The offering was regarded as a new meal offering because it had leaven in it. 

Ye shall offer a new meat offering unto the LORD. Ye shall bring…two wave loaves …of fine flour; they shall be baken with leaven; (Lev. 23:16, 17)
Ct. No meat offering, which ye shall bring unto the LORD, shall be made with leaven: for ye shall burn no leaven, nor any honey, in any offering of the LORD made by fire. (Lev. 2:11)

No leaven was allowed in the original meal offering because leaven is a type of sin (I Cor. 5:8) and, it being a type of Christ must have no leaven because in Him is no sin. (I Jn. 3:5)
But members in the church conditionally still have sin on them (If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us – I Jn. 1:8, 10) though positionally their sins have been forgiven in Christ Jesus (your sins are forgiven you for his name's sake, I Jn. 2:12)
Thus, this new meal offering is baken with leaven in it.

(4) As with the Feast of Firstfruits which typifies Christ, so the Feast of Pentecost was also regarded as the firstfruits unto the LORD. (Lev. 23:17c).
Just as Christ risen from the dead, [is] become the firstfruits of them that slept. (I Cor. 15:20) so those in the Church who of His own will begat He us with the word of truth, …should be a kind of firstfruits of His creatures. (Jas. 1:18). We too are firstfruits, but only a kind of…!
A careful reading of Lev. 23 will reveal more amazing features that point to their fulfilment in the New Testament. It demonstrates in an awesome way how the scriptures are inspired. The book of Leviticus is full of such types. Have you read this book? If not, why not make it your aim to read in in the near future?
REFLECT.

2. The Old Testament is full of types fulfilled and endorsed in the New Testament. Jn. 3:14 refers to one, and I Cor. 10:4 refers to another among many others in that chapter. Cf. I Cor. 10:6, 11. Note examples is tupos = types. The book of Hebrews makes reference to many more. 
Are you missing out on the study of types in the scripture?
REFLECT

Points to Ponder- 

We miss out many spiritual insights from the feasts observed in the land when we dismiss them as just mere meaningless feasts in our spiritual wilderness experience.
