In the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.

The Thots: 

A. God’s Warning
Gen. 2:17
1. God’s Test.
2:16, 17
The LORD God commanded the man, saying, Of every tree of the garden thou mayest freely eat:

But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: 
for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.
a. It was a Fair test – Man was Free to eat of every tree in the garden.

b. Only the Fruit of one tree, Man could not Freely eat.

c. Failure to obey would be Fatal – Man would certainly die, physically and spiritually.
2. Satan’s Temptation.

a. Satan was Subtle as the Serpent. He questioned the woman on what God Said:
Gen. 3:1
Now the serpent was more subtle than any beast of the field which the LORD God had made. 
And he said unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye shall not eat of every tree of the garden?

b. The woman failed to see Satan’s Tactic in the Temptation. 
Gen. 3:3-5
… of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God hath said, 
Ye shall not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die.
The serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely die:

For God doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, 
and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil.
3. Man’s Transgression:

a. The Woman Fell into the Trap and into the Transgression:
I Tim. 2:14
The woman being deceived was in the transgression.
b. She Succumbed to the Ways of the World:
I Jn. 2:15

For all that is in the world…

i. The lust of the flesh - the woman saw that the tree was good for food.
​cp. Gen. 3:6a
ii. and the lust of the eyes - that it was pleasant to the eyes.
cp. Gen. 3:6b
iii. and the pride of life – a tree to be desired to make one wise.
cp. Gen. 3:6c
iv. is not of the Father, but is of the world - she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, 
and gave also unto her husband with her; and he did eat.
cp. Gen. 3:6d 
c. But Man as Head of the Woman had to take responsibility for it:
Gen. 3:9
The LORD God called unto Adam, and said unto him, Where art thou?
Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; 


and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned.
Rom. 5:12
d. Man and Woman had Sinned and both had to die:
Eze. 18:4

The soul that sinneth, it shall die.
For the wages of sin is death…
Rom. 6:23a
B. Christ’s Dying and God’s gift.
Rom. 6:23
For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.
1. God’s Love and Gift:
Jn. 3:16

For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever
believeth in Him should not perish, but have everlasting life.
2. God’s Love and Christ’s Death:
Rom. 5:8

God commendeth His love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.
3. Chris’s Love and His Death giving Life for us.
Gal. 2:20

I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave Himself for me.

C. Christ’s Death and Us.
I Cor. 11:26
For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till He come.
1. So today, we Break the Bread to remember His Body Bruised for us in His death.
I Cor. 11:23, 24
The Lord Jesus…took bread: and when He had given thanks, He brake it, and said, 
Take, eat: this is My body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of Me.

2. And we Drink of the Cup to remember His Blood shed for the remission of our sins.
I Cor. 11:25b
This cup is the new testament in My blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me.

Chief of sinners though I be, Jesus shed His blood for me;
Died that I might live on high, Died that I might never die

1. The Disobedient must Die:

But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: 
for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.
Gen. 2:17
The soul that sinneth, it shall die.
Eze. 18:4b
However, the Disobedient if corrected may not die:
Pro. 23:13

Withhold not correction from the child: for if thou beatest him with the rod, 
he shall not die.
The former refers to disobedience against God the Creator and Father.

The latter refers to disobedience against one’s earthly father.

In the modern upbringing of a child today, the rod (caning) is discouraged and hardly or never used. Instead a soft positive approach is encouraged to correct any wrong-doing of a child.

2. Every person born into this world one day must die because of our forefather’s sin in disobedience.
Thus, wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned. (Rom. 5:12)

However, for as by one man's disobedience many were made sinners, so by the obedience of one shall many be made righteous. (Rom. 5:19) These many because they have received and believed in Jesus have eternal life.
