The Text:  He is clothed in a robe dipped in blood, and His name is called The Word of God.   Rev. 19:13, NRSV
The Thots: 
A. The Clothes of Joseph Marked different stages in his life cf. Jesus.
1. Joseph was given a Coat of many Colours.

Gen. 37:3
Now Israel loved Joseph…and he made him a coat of many colours.
· Cp. Jesus of Whom God said: This is My beloved Son, in Whom I am well pleased. 
Mt. 3:17b
2. Joseph Got away from Potiphar’s wife leaving behind his Garment.

Gen. 39:12
She caught him by his garment, saying, Lie with me: and he left his garment in her hand,
 and fled, and got him out.
· Ct. Jesus - …the tempter came to Him… [at the end]  the devil leaveth Him.

Mt. 4:3, 11
3. Pharaoh Vested Joseph with Vestures of fine linen.

Gen. 4:42, 43

Pharaoh…arrayed him in vestures of fine linen…and they cried before him, 
Bow the knee: and he made him ruler over all the land of Egypt.
· Cp. Jesus: Wherefore God also hath highly exalted Him, and given Him a name 
which is above every name: That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow....

Phil. 2:9, 10
B. Compare the Clothes of Jesus marking different stages in His life and beyond.
1. At Birth, He was wrapped in Swaddling Clothes.

Lk. 2:7, 12

She brought forth her firstborn son, and wrapped Him in swaddling clothes.

2. In Life: He Wrapped Himself with Clothes that He could Serve in.
a. He Wore flowing garments that sick people could touch to be healed.
Mt. 9:20, 21

i. Behold, a woman, which was diseased with an issue of blood twelve years, came behind Him, 
and touched the hem of His garment: For she said…If I may but touch His garment, I shall be whole. 
ii. And when the men of that place had knowledge of Him, they…
Mt. 14:35, 36
brought unto Him all that were diseased; and besought Him that they might only 
touch the hem of His garment: and as many as touched were made perfectly whole.


b. He Wrapped Himself with a towel and Wiped His disciples’ feet.
Jn. 13:4, 5
He riseth from supper, and laid aside His garments; and took a towel, and girded Himself

and began to wash the disciples' feet, and to wipe them with the towel wherewith He was girded
3. In Death, He was wrapped in Clean linen Cloths for burial. [Cp. #1]
Mt. 27:59
When Joseph [of Arimathaea,] had taken the body, he wrapped it in a clean linen cloth.
a. On the way to the Cross:

i. He was Stripped of His own garments – They stripped Him…
Mt. 27:28a

ii. The Soldiers Scorned Him with a Scarlet robe and Mocked Him as His Majesty: Mt. 27:28b, 29

…and put on Him a scarlet robe. When they had platted a crown of thorns, 

they put it upon His head, and a reed in His right hand: and they bowed the knee before Him, 

and mocked Him, saying, Hail, King of the Jews!

iii. Then He was Given back His own Garments.
Mt. 27:31
After that they had mocked Him, they took the robe off from Him, 

and put His own raiment on Him, and led Him away to crucify Him.
b. Beneath the Cross, the Soldiers Gambled for His Seamless Garments.
Jn. 19:23
The soldiers, when they had crucified Jesus, took His garments, and made four parts, to every soldier a part; and also His coat: now the coat was without seam, woven from the top throughout.

4. In Resurrection, He left His linen clothes behind -
Mt. 28:6; Jn. 20:6, 7
He is not here: for He is risen, as He said. Come, see the place where the Lord lay.

Then cometh Simon Peter following him, and went into the sepulchre, and seeth the linen clothes lie,

And the napkin, that was about His head, not lying with the linen clothes, but wrapped together in a place by itself.

5. In Glory He is now clothed as the Ancient of Days:
Rev. 1:13; Dan. 7:9
And in the midst of the seven candlesticks one like unto the Son of man, 
clothed with a garment down to the foot, and girt about the paps with a golden girdle.
6. When Returning, in Judgment, He will be clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: 

And His name is called The Word of God.

Rev. 19:13

And He hath on His vesture and on His thigh a name written, 

KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS.

Rev. 19:16

A purple robe, a crown of thorn, A reed in His right hand;
Before the soldiers’ spite and scorn I see my Savior stand.
He bears between the Roman guard The weight of all our woe;

A stumbling figure, bowed and scarred, I see my Savior go.

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK.
R. 483
1. It was Mark Twain who said:  
“Clothes make the man. Naked people have little or no influence on society.” 
What kind of Clothes are you wearing as a Christian? 
If your testimony is not telling for Christ, there is a possibility that you are naked 

(cp. Gen. 3:10 - And he [Adam] said, I heard Thy voice in the garden, and I was afraid, because I was naked; and I hid myself.)
Or you have not put off your old clothes – you are still what you were before your coming to Christ!
Or you have not put on Christ, your new Clothes. 
Cf. Gal. 3:27

What are these clothes?


The Clothes of the Old Man:
Col. 3:8, 9

But now ye also put off all these; 
anger, wrath, malice, blasphemy, filthy communication out of your mouth.

Lie not one to another, seeing that ye have put off the old man with his deeds.

The Clothes of the New Man:
Col. 3:10, 12-14, NKJ

Put on the new man who is renewed in knowledge according to the image of Him who created him…as the elect of God, holy and beloved, put on tender mercies, kindness, humility, meekness, longsuffering; bearing with one another, and forgiving one another, if anyone has a complaint against another; even as Christ forgave you, so you also must do. 
But above all these things put on love, which is the bond of perfection. 
.
Study the above two lists carefully and see if your character now has been dressed more and more to be like Christ since the time you became a Christian or you still have not changed your clothes!
REFLECT.
2. When Adam and Eve were created they were both naked, the man and his wife, and were not ashamed. (Gen. 2:25)
But when they committed sin, they were ashamed and covered themselves with fig leaves.

Then the eyes of both of them were opened, and they realized they were naked; so they sewed fig leaves together and made coverings for themselves. (Gen. 3:7, NIV)
Later it was God Who covered their sin and shame with the sacrifice of the life of an animal and taking its skin to cover them. 
Gen. 3:21
Unto Adam also and to his wife did the LORD God make coats of skins, and clothed them.

Man’s sin today still has not been covered but they are no more ashamed in uncovering themselves more and more to reveal more and more of their naked flesh in their clothes fashions and lifestyle to tempt the lusts of the other party. 
Potiphar’s “wives” are making themselves more available to the man’s lust of the flesh, and the lust of the eyes (I Jn. 2:16) in person, in pictures, in periodicals, in places specially allotted for such purposes, in cyber space, etc. 
The best conduct to counter such temptations is to be like Joseph, Flee! 
…he left his garment in her hand, and fled, and got him out. (Gen. 39:12)
Thus, Paul counsels: Flee also youthful lusts (II Tim. 2:22).
REFLECT.

Things To Ponder: Flee also youthful lusts (II Tim. 2:22). Elderly people also can be youthful again! Clothes make a Man or a Woman. How is your fashion sense today?
