A. Behold the Lamb of God.


Jn. 1:29

1. The Person John Pointed to as the Lamb was Jesus – John seeth Jesus coming unto him.
Jn. 1:29

2. The Picture referred to was Christ our Passover (Lamb who) is sacrificed for us.
I Cor. 5:7 cf. Exo. 12

3. The Propitiation is Jesus Christ the righteous: He is the Propitiation for our sins.
I Jn. 2:1, 2

B. Behold the man (Who was the Lamb of God)
Jn. 19:5
[To be the Passover Lamb, the lamb shall be without blemish. Cf. The Man with the Lamb.
Exo. 12:5]
1. The Man in Whom could be found no Fault.



a. Pilate Stated publicly three times that he could find no fault in the Man Jesus:-

i. Then Said Pilate to the chief priests and to the people, I find no fault in this Man
Lk. 23:4

ii. Pilate…saith unto them, Behold… I find no fault in Him.
Jn. 19:4

iii. Pilate saith unto them, Take ye Him, and crucify Him: for I find no fault in Him.
Jn. 19:6
b. The Scriptures State categorically three times that He had no Sin:


i. For He [God] hath made Him to be sin for us, who knew no sin;
II Cor. 5:21
ii. Who did no sin, neither was guile found in His mouth.
I Pet. 2:22

iii. Ye know that He was manifested to take away our sins; and in Him is no sin.
I Jn. 3:5

c. Pilate’s wife Sent unto him, saying, Have thou nothing to do with that just Man.
Matt. 27:19

d. The thief on the cross Said: this Man hath done nothing amiss.
Lk. 23:41
2. However, this Man the Jews regarded as their Foe.
Jn. 19:12

a. He was not their Friend, Caesar was – If thou let this man go, thou art not Caesar's friend: 19:12

b. He was not their King, Caesar was – We have no king but Caesar.
19:15


Thus, He came unto His own, and His own received Him not.

1. He was the King of the Jews.



a. It was the Purpose that Started the Wise Men on their Search.
Mt. 2:1, 2

There came wise men from the east to Jerusalem, Saying, Where is He that is born King of the Jews?

b. It was the Prophecy in the Scriptures.
Mt. 2:5, 6 cf. Mic. 5:2

For thus it is written by the prophet, And thou Bethlehem…out of thee shall come a Governor, 
that shall rule My people Israel.

c. It was how Pilate Presented Him at about the Sixth hour…Behold your King!
Jn. 19:14

d. It was Part of His mockery by the Soldiers…saying, Hail, King of the Jews!
Mt. 27:29

e. It was the Proclamation in the Superscription on the cross.
Jn. 19:19


The writing was, JESUS OF NAZARETH THE KING OF THE JEWS.
2. He was their King, but…

[He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth: he is brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so he openeth not his mouth.
Isa. 53:7]

a. He was Scourged – Then Pilate therefore took Jesus, and scourged Him.
Jn. 19:1
b. He was Stripped, clothed with a Scarlet robe and Scoffed at: Hail, King of the Jews!
Mt. 27:28, 29

c. He was Spit upon and Smitten – they spit upon Him…took the reed, and smote Him on the head.  27:30


And there He Stood – Shackled for all to See: Behold your King!
Jn. 19:14

D. Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon us.
I Jn. 3:1

1. The Father commendeth His Love toward us by Sending His Son to die for us all.
Rom. 5:8

2. He…Spared not His own Son but delivered Him up for us all.
Rom. 8:32

3. His Son they have taken and by wicked hands have crucified and Slain for us all.
Acts  2:23

4. His Son was that Lamb of God Who taketh away the Sin of us all.
Jn. 1:29

5. He is the Worthy…Lamb that was Slain to receive all Worship. Let us all Worship Him.

E. Behold, he cometh with clouds.

1. His Promise to Return for us all – if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again

2. His Pledge to Receive us Himself –and receive you unto Myself.

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
R. 487
1. “Behold” is an exclamation calling for one’s attention and one’s response. 
“Behold He cometh” occurs three times in the Bible (KJV) as follows:
Isa. 27:21:  
For, behold, the LORD cometh out of his place to punish the inhabitants of 
the earth for their iniquity: the earth also shall disclose her blood, and shall no more cover her slain.

Micah 1:3-5:

For, behold, the LORD cometh forth out of his place, and will come down, and tread upon the high places of the earth. And the mountains shall be molten under Him, and the valleys shall be cleft, as wax before the fire, and as the waters that are poured down a steep place. For the transgression of Jacob is all this, and for the sins of the house of Israel. What is the transgression of Jacob? is it not Samaria? and what are the high places of Judah? are they not Jerusalem?

Jude 14, 15:

And Enoch also, the seventh from Adam, prophesied of these, saying, Behold, the Lord cometh with ten thousands of His saints, To execute judgment upon all, and to convince all that are ungodly among them of all their ungodly deeds which they have ungodly committed, and of all their hard speeches which ungodly sinners have spoken against Him.

In all the three instances above they refer to the Lord’s 2nd Coming for His people, Israel. It is His visible return to earth to Rescue His people and to bring Retribution upon the nations of the earth for their treatment of them. A judgment seat will be set up and these nations will be judged accordingly as described for us in Matt. 25:31-46
When the Son of man shall come in His glory, and all the holy angels with Him, then shall He sit upon the throne of His glory: And before Him shall be gathered all nations: and He shall separate them one from another, as a shepherd divideth his sheep from the goats: And He shall set the sheep on his right hand, but the goats on the left. Then shall the King say unto them on His right hand, Come, ye blessed of My Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world: For I was an hungered, and ye gave Me meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave Me drink: I was a stranger, and ye took Me in: Naked, and ye clothed Me: I was sick, and ye visited Me: I was in prison, and ye came unto Me.  

Then shall the righteous answer Him, saying, Lord, when saw we Thee an hungered, and fed thee? or thirsty, and gave Thee drink? When saw we Thee a stranger, and took Thee in? or naked, and clothed Thee? Or when saw we Thee sick, or in prison, and came unto Thee?

And the King shall answer and say unto them, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye have done it unto one of the least of these My brethren, ye have done it unto Me.

Then shall He say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from Me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels: For I was an hungered, and ye gave Me no meat… Then shall they also answer Him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an hungered, or athirst, or a stranger, or naked, or sick, or in prison, and did not minister unto Thee?

Then shall He answer them, saying, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye did it not to one of the least of these, ye did it not to Me.

And these shall go away into everlasting punishment: but the righteous into life eternal.

While the above is related directly to the nations’ treatment of His earthly brethren, Israel, and the judgment that will befall them, yet indirectly the principles of treating others can also be applied to us as to how we treat others today in the Name of our Lord Jesus Christ. How will you fare if you were to stand in such judgment today? 
REFLECT.
2. Compare the Lord’s promise to His Church in Jn. 14:1-3:
Let not your heart be troubled: ye believe in God, believe also in Me. In My Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto Myself; that where I am, there ye may be also. 

This is the Promise of His Personal Return for His spiritual people, the Church whom He personally will meet in mid-air, both those who are dead (they will be raised) and those still living then: I Thes. 4:16, 17 –
For the Lord Himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first:

Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.

Note: in contrast to His coming to earth for Israel to mete out judgment on His enemies, in this case, it is His coming to receive His people unto Himself to be with Him forevermore.
