A. The Lamb Slain in Typology



Christ (is) our Passover (Lamb) … sacrificed for us.

I Cor. 5:7b

1. The Fact of it – a lamb

In the tenth day of this month they shall take to them every man a lamb, 


according to the house of their fathers, a lamb for an house:

Exo. 12:3


-- A Lamb must be Slain and Sacrificed, and its blood Shed to Substitute for Sinners.
12:13



When I see the blood, I will pass over you, and the plague shall not be upon you to destroy you,

2. The Face of it – the lamb

Every man according to his eating shall make your count for the lamb.

Exo. 12:4


-- Face it: it must be the lamb, Specially Selected, without blemish and without Spot.


3. The Follow-up from it – your lamb

Your lamb shall be without blemish, a male of the first year…

Exo. 12:5


-- This lamb that has been specially chosen must be made Your Lamb.

4. The Fulfilment of it.


I Pet. 1:19


Ye know that ye were not redeemed with corruptible things, as silver and gold …


But with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot.


Christ is that Lamb that was slain to take away our sins and the sin of the world.

B. The Lamb Slain in Eschatology
1. He is the Centre of all Adoration.

Rev. 5:6


Lo, in the midst of the throne and of the four beasts, and in the midst of the elders, 


stood a Lamb as it had been slain


a. The Three-fold Adoration of the Lamb by the Church.
Rev. 4:10, 11


The four and twenty elders … worship him ... and cast their crowns before the throne, 


Saying, Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honour and power…

b. The Seven-fold Adoration of the Celestial beings:
Rev. 5:11, 12

Many angels… the beasts and the elders… ten thousand times ten thousand, and thousands of thousands;


Saying …Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive power, and riches, and wisdom,

and strength, and honour, and glory, and blessing.

c. The Four-fold Adoration of all Creation:

Rev. 5:13


Every creature…in heaven…on the earth…under the earth, and…in the sea…heard I 


Saying, Blessing, and honour, and glory, and power, be unto Him that sitteth upon the throne, 


and unto the Lamb for ever and ever.

2. He is the Consummation of all living and of all things in all Eternity.
Rev. 21:1

a. Come hither, I will show thee the bride, the Lamb's wife.
21:9
b. The wall of the city had twelve foundations…names of the twelve apostles of the Lamb.
21:14
c. I saw no temple therein: for the Lord God Almighty and the Lamb are the temple of it.
21:22
d. The city had no need of the sun … moon…for the glory of God and the Lamb is the light.
21:23
e. There shall in no wise enter into it…but they which are written in the Lamb's book of life.
21:27
f. A pure river of water of life…proceeding out of the throne of God and of the Lamb.
22:1
g. The throne of God and of the Lamb shall be in it; and His servants shall serve Him:
22:3
Today, the Lamb that was Slain is in our midst, in the Centre of our gathering. Let us Worship Him –
Worthy is the Lamb for He was slain!
Lamb of God! Thou now art seated High upon Thy Father’s throne;

All Thy gracious work completed, All Thy mighty victory won:

Every knee in heaven is bending To the Lamb for sinners slain;



Every voice and harp is swelling, -- “Worthy is the Lamb to reign.”

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK.
R. 533 (R61)
1. Jesus fulfilled all the conditions required of the lamb that was to be slain at the Passover 

to save Israel from the plague that would kill all the firstborn of Egypt, man and beast.

Consider the following comparisons:-
Exo. 12:5-14
· A lamb was to be slain for the Passover meal.


Jesus was the Passover (Lamb of God, Jn. 1:29) sacrificed for Sinners.
I Cor. 5:7

· The lamb shall be without blemish
Jesus was without sin (Heb. 4:15); He did no sin (I Pet. 2:22); 
in Him was no sin (I Jn. 3:5); and He knew no sin (II Cor. 5:21)
· The lamb was in the prime of life, a male of the first year 

Jesus was God’s beloved Son with Whom He was well-pleased.
Mt. 3:17

Jesus was in the midst of His days, in His prime when He died.            Ct. Psa. 102:24

· The lamb was to be taken out from the sheep, or from the goats: 

Jesus was taken from among, and ate and drank with, publicans and sinners. Lk. 5:30


Note: Sheep would refer to sinners –
Isa. 53:6

All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; 

and the LORD hath laid on Him the iniquity of us all.
·  The lamb would be killed by the whole congregation of Israel…it in the evening.


Jesus was rejected by the Jews and crucified between 3-6p.m. 
Mt. 27:45, 50;



 
 cf. Mk. 15:11-13
· The lamb’s flesh was to be eaten, roast with fire…

Jesus came under the fire of God’s judgment…
Mt. 27:46


because of our sins He was bearing.
I Pet. 2:24

· The lamb’s blood, the people would take… and strike it on the two side posts 

and on the upper door post of the houses and as the Lord said: When I see the blood, 

I will pass over you, and the plague shall not be upon you to destroy you, 

when I smite the land of Egypt. 
Thus, Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not redeemed with corruptible things, as silver and gold, from your vain conversation received by tradition from your fathers; 
But with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot:


I Pet. 1:18, 19

Now that you know Jesus was the Passover Lamb sacrificed for you, you need to...

Purge out therefore the old leaven, that ye may be a new lump, as ye are unleavened. For even Christ our passover is sacrificed for us: Therefore let us keep the feast, not with old leaven, neither with the leaven of malice and wickedness; but with the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth. 
Is your former leavened life still with you? Purge it out.
REFLECT.
2. Jesus was and is always concerned with His sheep/lambs. He said, 
I am the good shepherd: the good shepherd giveth His life for the sheep. 
Jn. 10:11
I am the good shepherd, and know My sheep, and am known of Mine. 

Jn. 10:14
And I lay down My life for the sheep.  
Jn.10:15

When He restored Peter, three times He re-commissioned Peter:

Feed My lambs/sheep.
Jn. 21:15-17

Peter than wrote to His co-elders:


The elders which are among you I exhort, who am also an elder…


Feed the flock of God which is among you…
I Pet. 5:1, 2

You may be the Chief Shepherd’s under-shepherd, are you feeding His flock?
You may be a lamb newly born or His sheep of many years, 

are you being fed with the Word of God?

Points to Ponder: The Sheep that is well-fed will not stray away; one that is fed-up will!
