d. The Significant Spiritual Type: Who then or What was Smitten? – Jehovah or the Rock?
Note1: 	I will Stand before thee there upon the rock and thou shalt smite the rock.
	Could Moses Strike the Rock without Striking God Standing in front of the Rock!?
Note2: 	This was a Type of Jesus being Smitten on the Cross for our Sin – the Spiritual Rock was Christ!
	
2. The Perpetual Protection of the Rock – The Historical Event in the Desert of Zin:	Num. 20:1, 7-13
a. The People’s Complaint: there was no water for the congregation…			20:1, 2-5
b. The Lord’s Careful Instruction: (Speak to the Rock, not to Smite it as before!)			20:7-8
Speak ye unto the Rock before their eyes and it shall give forth its water,
and thou shalt bring forth water out of the rock...
c. Moses’ non-Compliance:			20:9-11
And Moses took the rod ﻿from before the Lord, as He commanded him.
