1. He was that Lamb, the Man of Sorrows, Who was Led as to the Slaughter.	Isa 53:3-7
a. He is despised and rejected of men; A Man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: 	Isa. 53:3
He was despised, and we esteemed Him not.
b. Surely He hath borne our griefs, And carried our Sorrows: Yet we did esteem Him Stricken, 
Smitten of God, and afflicted. 	Isa 53:4
c. But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities:

And I beheld, and, lo, in the midst of the throne and of the four beasts, and in the midst of the elders, 
Stood a Lamb as it had been Slain, having Seven horns and Seven eyes, which are the Seven Spirits of God Sent forth into all the earth.
2. The Song of Saints – Worthy is the Lamb that was Slain
And when He had taken the book, the four beasts and four and twenty elders fell down before the Lamb, having every one of them harps, and golden vials full of odours, which are the prayers of Saints. Rev. 5:8
