A. THE NAME JESUS, (THE LORD) ANNOUNCED AT BIRTH, IN DEATH AND IN HIS RESURRECTION.
1. At His Birth:   
a. She shall bring forth a Son, and thou shalt call His name JESUS: 
for He shall save His people from their sins. 			  Mt. 1:21
b. And knew her not till she had brought forth her firstborn son: and he called His name JESUS. Mt. 1:25
· He is not only JESUS, our Saviour, but He is also CHRIST, our Sovereign Lord: 
Cf. For unto you is born this day in the city of David a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord. 	Lk. 2:11
· When the Sinner Accepts Him as Saviour, he/she is to accept Him as Sovereign (Lord) at the Same time.
· True, Thou hast been my Saviour. Thou shalt be Lord of all.

2. In His Death, when Jesus was Crucified on the Cross:			
a. And set up over His head His ﻿accusation written, ﻿THIS IS JESUS THE KING OF THE JEWS. 	Mt. 27:37
b. That the saying of JESUS might be fulfilled, which He spake, ﻿signifying what death He should die. Jn. 18:32

3. In His Resurrection: And he saith unto them, Be not affrighted: Ye seek JESUS of Nazareth, 
which was crucified: He is risen; He is not here: behold the place where they laid Him.			Mk. 16:6

3. In His Ascension:
Ye men of Galilee , why stand ye gazing up into heaven? this same JESUS, which is taken up 
	from you into heaven, shall so come in like manner as ye have seen Him go into heaven.

1. ﻿The Sinner’s Confession: Jesus asked His disciples, saying, Whom do men say that I the Son of man am? And they said, Some say that Thou art ﻿John the Baptist: some, ﻿Elias; and others, ﻿Jeremias, 
or one of the prophets. He saith unto them, But whom say ye that I am? 
a. And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, ﻿the Son of ﻿the living God. 	Mt. 16:13-16
b. The Samaritan woman met Jesus at the well and later invited others to Him.
i. The woman saith unto Him, I know that Messias cometh, which is called Christ:
