a. Demas, because of the World – 	vs. 10
For Demas hath forsaken me, having loved this present world.
What is the World?	Rom. 12:2
Love not the world, neither the things that are in the world. If any man love the world, 
the love of the Father is not in him. For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh,
and the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life, is not of the Father, but is of the world.

· He Worked against Paul: He did me much evil: the Lord reward him according to his works: 
· He Withstood Paul’s Words - Of whom be thou ware also; for he hath greatly withstood our words.

Take Mark, and bring him with thee: for he is profitable to me for the ministry.
b. Tychicus, Profitable as a Messenger – And Tychicus have I sent to Ephesus.	vs. 12

The cloke that I left at Troas with Carpus, when thou comest, bring with thee, 
and the books, but especially the parchments.	vs. 13

C. THE POSITION OF PAUL.	VV. 16-18
1. His Status before Men – Forsaken by them cp. His prayer for them –	vs. 16
At my first answer no man stood with me, but all men forsook me
I pray God that it may not be laid to their charge.

2. His Standing before the Lord – Strengthened by Him:	vs. 17, 18
Notwithstanding the Lord stood with me, and strengthened me; that by me the preaching might be fully known, and that all the Gentiles might hear: and I was delivered out of the mouth of the lion.
Faithful unto Him – Cp. His Preaching to the Gentiles.
a. The Lord was Present with Him – Notwithstanding the Lord stood with me	vs. 17
b. The Lord emPowered Him – and strengthened me;
